NVBDCP ANNUAL REPORT 2020-2021
· The National Vector Borne Disease Control Programme (NVBDCP) is an umbrella programme for prevention and control of vector borne diseases (VBDs), viz., Malaria, Lymphatic Filariasis, Kala-azar, Dengue, Chikungunya and Japanese Encephalitis (JE).
· These diseases pose major public health problems and hamper socio-economic development. 
· Generally the rural, tribal and urban slum areas are inhabited mostly by people of socio-economic groups who are more prone to develop VBDs and are considered as high risk groups. 
·  Although malaria was once nearly eradicated in India, it returned to the country with a vengeance in the late 1970s. 
· Today, malaria and other vector-borne diseases are the most widespread cause of death, disability and economic loss in India especially among the poor who have limited access to timely and effective treatment.
· Malaria also contributes to maternal deaths, stillbirths, and low birth weight in infants as young children and pregnant women have little or no immunity to the disease. Moreover, a severe and often fatal form of malaria that accounts for almost all malaria-related deaths - Plasmodium falciparum (Pf) – has been rising rapidly in India since the 1980s.
· In  1953, the Government of India launched the National Malaria Control Programme (NMCP) with a focus on indoor residual spraying of DDT. Within five years, the program helped to dramatically reduce the annual incidence of malaria. Encouraged by this, a more ambitious National Malaria Eradication Programme (NMEP) was launched in 1958.
· This further reduced the number of malaria cases and eliminated deaths from the disease. 
· After 1967, however, a sense of complacency, combined with the mosquito’s resistance to insecticides and the parasite’s growing resistance to anti-malarial drugs, led to a resurgence of the disease countrywide.
ORGANISATIONAL SETUP of NVBDCP Sikkim
· The NVBDCP wing of the health department is situated at Tashiling, Health Secretariat,Gangtok having overall responsibilities of the implementation of programme
.

· In the East district – District NVBDCP office and Store is situated at Singtam Old Hospital Complex, where logistics and equipment needed for the programme is being stored. 
·  The programme is implemented at districts from State Headquarters’ under the supervision of District Nodal Officer or DSO’s / CMO’s. 

· The Entomological team has been formed under the supervision of DNO’s/DSO’s at all four district that are then supervised by State Entomological team.
VECTOR CONTROL CAMPAIGN AND MEASURES
· State was recognized as Organic State on 2013, wherein no use of inorganic compounds can be used.
· Previously till 2012 Indoor Residual Spray (IRS) with DDT wet able powder was used for spraying.
· Both for focal and periodic spray.
· Focal spray during outbreaks.
· Periodic spray twice a year i.e. 2 rounds (April - September).
· Mass fever screening.
· EDCT (Early Diagnostic and complete treatment).
· Health and Education programme for community awareness.
· Surveillance of Active and passive case detection.
· Periodic re-orientation of health staffs.
· Entomological surveys.
· Fogging conducted in case of Dengue outbreaks.

· Supportive supervision by ASHA’s.
· Source reduction by Environmental changes.
· Inter-sectoral convergence

ACHIEVEMENTS;-

1. The 3 days re-orientation training cum workshop for lab-technicians was conducted by NVBDCP wing, H&FW Dept. for all the Lab-technicians posted at PHC’s, CHC’s & district hospital on 24th -26th Feb 2021 at European Commission Hall, Old STNMH.

The purpose of this three day long workshop was to brief the participants for National Framework for Malaria Elimination (NFME ) & re-orient malaria microscopy techniques as state of Sikkim falls under category 1 of Malaria Elimination.

2. A meeting cum workshop for Malaria Task Force Committee (State & District level Committee) for Malaria Elimination was held on 19th March 2021 at new STNMH,  Sochaygang, to make aware on the Goals of National Framework for Malaria Elimination (NFME ). 
3. World Malaria Day was observed on 25th April .

4. National Dengue Day celebrated on 16th May.

5. Anti Malaria Month observed on the month of June.
6. Anti Dengue month was observed during July 2021 wherein, preliminary survey for Aedes mosquitoes breeding pockets were surveyed and anti larval measures especially source reduction with IEC/BCC was imparted. 
7. World Mosquito day was observed on 20th August 2021.

8. Due to upsurge of Dengue cases fogging was carried out from 15th August 2021- 19th August 2021 at Singtam, Rangpo and Jorethang surrounding areas.

9. Refresher Training for Malaria Microscopists attended by lab technician from STNM Hospital at ICMR-NIMR New Delhi from 24th  August to 10th September 2021.
